Electronic ventriloquists that can make you sound like a radio announcer.

Listening to great receive audio is like being in a niteclub populated only by the people in your roundtable, each taking a turn in the stage spotlight to do his monolog. At the microphone, they can sound like entertainers on the house sound system.

The big three requirements for great receive audio are:

1. Enough RF gain with a wide enough IF bandpass

2. A Hi-Fi audio strip in your receiver

3. Good external speakers.
